The epls site is not considered to be complete, so if you want one site that will check all 5 lists, please refer to the EAR Marketplace link:

This is a subscription service for $290 per year and when you sign on to it, you put the company name in and it gives you results from all 5 lists.  You can see on this link that there is a free trial you can get also to check it.  You can also get lists off of this service on any edits/changes on a monthly or quarterly basis. 
Technically, the lists should be checked at the time the order is entered, and then again before it goes out the door.  All parties to the transaction should be screened such as customer name, individuals listed on any contract/order, freight forwarder, banks involved.  This is not always practical so I suggest as an option that companies do a check on existing customers/vendors to do an initial check and then incorporate into their order process that any new vendors/customers that are setup should be checked.  A follow-up would be to run the monthly/quarterly changes on EAR Marketplace against your customer/vendor list to see if any there are any changes.
Also on the practical side, your freight forwarders and bankers also are required to check these lists, so if by chance it leaves your plant, the forwarder (if working for you), would alert you that they couldn't make the shipment if there was a problem.  On the other hand, you want to avoid production/processing costs incurred if you can't ship.
